Legacy was told from the beginning that the law basically had no chance to pass this session.  The bill was introduced by a 

brand-new Assembly Representative in the second year of the session, leaving a very short time to do an enormous amount 

of work.  Plus, almost no bills pass the first time around.  Senator Jauch also told us without the support of the NRA we 

would not get it passed.  Like WindChill, we refused to believe the naysayers and their odds. We believed we could do it, and 

gave it our all.     

Lobbyists from the 

Domestic Abuse Coalition and the Humane Society began to work for the bill when their bills totally failed, and it looked like 

it was going to pass.

The Legislative sessions meet in 2-year sessions from January of one year to April of the next year.  The past session ended

Nick Milroy and Senator Bob Jauch, are up for re-election.  Rep. Milroy appears to be running unopposed and Senator Jauch 

has an opponent, with filing officially closing in the middle of July.  Unopposed candidates can then begin working on bills, 

and Rep. Milroy plans to Řƻ ǎƻ ƛƴ ƻǊŘŜǊ ǘƻ ƘŀǾŜ ²ƛƴŘ/ƘƛƭƭΩǎ [ŀǿ ǊŜŀŘȅ ŦƻǊ ƛƴǘǊƻŘǳŎǘƛƻƴ ŦƛǊǎǘ ǘƘƛƴƎ ƛƴ WŀƴǳŀǊȅΦ  bƻōƻŘȅ ƘŀŘ 

expected it to become a partisan issue, yet votes were along party lines.   So Rep. Milroy plans to work closely with 

Representatives from the opposing party, and a similar process will happen in the Senate after the election in November.    

WindChill must be so proud of all we accomplished so far: like him, we came so close to beating the odds!  We also made a 

huge impression in Madison.

for us.  Our cause and passion to change ineffective WI statutes came straight from our hearts.  Many said we were the best 

thing that came through the whole session, that we were a breath of fresh air.  We met in Rep. MilroyΩǎ ƻŦŦƛŎŜ ǿƛǘƘ ƭŜƎŀƭ 

counsel and lobbyists who were opposed to the bill, and all of them left with their concerns addressed, changing their 

stances to neutral.  Two lobbyists even told Kathi and me their firms would like to speak with us if we were interested in 

working for them!
